e The plant sale will be Saturday, May 3rd from 9 to 3 and Sunday May 4th
from Noon to 3. We will also be having a fall plant sale for natives that are
currently growing in the greenhouse that will not be ready for May.

There are still many logistics regarding the plant sale to work out.

Elisa reported everything is growing. She has taken an inventory and will
be developing a simple pricing strategy based on the condition of the
plant.

e She has developed a sheet by table to identify growing needs (water /
fertilizer etc.)

e If you have time to help water and the greenhouse to let Elisa know. Itis
best to have 2 people everyday due to the volume of plants. lif you work
and have time to spare a few hours on the weekend it would be greatly
appreciated. We will ensure an experienced person will be there to guide
what needs to be done.
